Advance Notice of this meeting was given in advance thereof by posting of Notice in three 
public places within the Village and publication in the Beacon Observer, as shown in the Certificate of 
Posting affixed to these minutes.  Advance Notice was simultaneously given to the Chairman and all 
members of the Board of Trustees and their acknowledgment of receipt of Notice and the agenda are 
affixed to these minutes.  Chairman Jim Gunderson called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. by calling 
for the roll with the following members responding:  Jim Gunderson, Tanner Tool, Davis Miner, Mike 
Brown and Cory Halliwell.
